ENTERING QUANTITIES, RETAIL PRICE, AND COST

Go to Inventory

Go to File Maintenance

Go to Item Locations

Enter Item ID or hit F2 and select from the list.

Location-Arrow to the location you need to enter quantities for or hit A to add a new location.

If adding a new location a box will appear in the middle of the screen.  Enter the Location ID and hit enter at copy from.  Page down. 
If you are updating information in a location that was already set up then the following screens should have YES to enter quantities, retail price, and cost.  The other screens are not needed.

Price Information screen-To enter retail price information hit enter at the unit of measure which is probably EA.

A box will appear with the following:


Average Price-Average prices are calculated each time an item is sold by the post process.  The last average is averaged with the latest.  Do not enter a price in this field.


*Base Price-The base price is the price used if no other calculation formula exists.  Price calculations can be made as a discount to the base price.  Enter the sell price you would like to show when the inventory item is entered in Sales Order.


List Price-Enter the list price for this item.  List price can be used in the pricing calculations.  The list price is what the inventory item normally sells for.


Minimum Price-This is the least price at which you will sell this item.  The minimum price can also be used in pricing calculations.

*-This is the only field that absolutely needs to be filled in.

Page down after entering the above prices then hit N to go to the cost information screen.

Hit TAB at the Cost Information screen.

A to add the quantity.

Init Date-Enter the date the item was received into inventory.

On Hand-Enter the current on hand quantity.  

Unit Cost-Enter the unit cost for each item and hit enter.

Hit N to go to the next screen which will be the vendor information if you entered a new location.  If the location already existed then hitting N will allow you to enter another inventory item.

Continue for all inventory quantities, retail price, and costs that need to be entered.
